LleHTpanbHOro BOEHHO-MOPCKOro Myses

In 2025, Russia celebrates the 80th anniversary of
the Victory in the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945.
Decades have passed since the victorious May of 1945,
but the events of the war years still excite us and attract
the attention of more and more new generations.

The Navy of the Soviet Union played a vital role in
the defeat of the enemy. Its contribution to the Victory
is invaluable.

Thanks to the courage and dedication of the Baltic
fleet sailors, it was possible to contain the enemy’s
onslaught while defending the naval bases in Liepaja
and Tallinn on the Baltic. The defenders of the Hanko
Peninsula steadfastly defended themselves. Thanks
to the experience and endurance of the Baltic Fleet
sailors, it was possible to transfer most of the ships of
the Red Banner Baltic Fleet from Tallinn to Kronstadt
and Leningrad under fierce enemy fire. Naval artillery
became one of the most important links in the defense
system of the blockaded city, conducting counter-
battery combat throughout the blockade. Powerful
salvos from naval guns supported the Soviet troops
during the unblocking,and then the complete liberation
of Leningrad from the enemy blockade.

In the Black Sea, Black Sea sailors distinguished
themselves in the defense of Odessa. The many months
of unprecedented defense of Sevastopol, which made it
possible to tie down the enemy for a long time, became
one of the most impressive pages in the naval history
of Russia. The Black Sea Fleet played a significant role
in the defense of the Caucasus, in the defense, and
then in the liberation of Novorossiysk, Taman and the
Crimean Peninsula.

The sailors of the Northern Fleet were given
the most important task — to protect and escort the
northern convoys of transports and ships of the USSR’s
allies in the anti-Hitler coalition. In the first, most
difficult period of the war, Lend-Lease supplies were
especially important. Despite numerous attempts by
the enemy to destroy the convoys, most of the allied
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transports with military equipment, food and military
materials reached Soviet ports. The daring landings of
the Northern Fleet sailors became legendary. Under
enemy fire, Soviet marines fearlessly landed on the
rocky shores and smashed the enemy.

It is symbolic that the victorious point in the war —
the operation to capture Berlin — was also achieved
with the participation of the fleet. The sailors of the
Dnieper Flotilla decisively acted in the very lair of the
enemy, helping our infantry take the Reichstag. Before
that, the sailors of the Danube Flotilla seriously helped
the Soviet ground forces take the enemy capitals —
Budapest and Vienna.

Priceless relics of the war years, telling about the
role of the USSR Navy in the victory over Nazism, are
carefully preserved in the Emperor Peter the Great
Central Naval Museum. Many of them were collected
directly during the war. Like the rest of the country, the
Museum’s staff showed courage and heroism in the
performance of their official duties. Part of the team
went along with most of the exhibits to evacuate to the
city of Ulyanovsk,where they ensured their safety. Those
who remained in besieged Leningrad experienced all
the horrors of life in the besieged city — fierce hunger,
bombing, shelling. Through their efforts, the unique
museum collection was preserved.

We are proud of the feat of our predecessors and
try to focus on their courage, loyalty to duty and high
professionalism in our daily work. This publication,
designed for the widest possible audience, is our
tribute to their memory.
