For a long time, the events of the Soviet-Japanese
War of 1945 were somewhat overshadowed by the
large-scale operations and the final victory of the USSR
in the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945.The war in the
Far East was quite brief compared to the years-long
military actions on the European theater of World War I1.
However, the results and consequences of the USSR’s
victory in the Soviet-Japanese War turned out to be very
impressive.

Our country managed to reclaim the lands lost after
the Russo-Japanese War of 1904-1905 South Sakhalin,
the naval base of Lushun on the Liaodong Peninsula
(formerly Port Arthur) and the Kuril Islands which were
ceded toJapanin 1875.The USSR’s position in the entire
Asia-Pacific region was significantly strengthened.

Asignificant contribution to the defeat of militaristic
Japan was made by the Soviet naval forces in the Far
East — the Red Banner Amur Flotilla and the youngest
of the Soviet fleets — the Pacific Fleet. Its history is quite
complicated and dramatic.

As a result of the Russo-Japanese War of 1904-
1905, the majority of Russian ships in the Far East were
destroyed in battles. Before the First World War, and
then the Civil War, the fleet was restored very slowly.
Thos allowed Russia’s former allies in the Entente —
Japan, the United States, and their satellites — to freely
carry out military intervention and exert control over the
Russian Far East in 1918-1922. Despite the completion
of the intervention and the Civil War, the security of the
Soviet Pacific coast was not adequately ensured until
the early 1930-s.

The Soviet government could not tolerate such a
situation. In the 1930-s, the revival of the fleet in the
Far East began. Some ships were transferred from the
Baltic Sea. However, the main source of reinforcements
for the fleet were submarines and small ships, which
arrived by rail in disassembled form to Far Eastern
shipyards, where they were assembled and completed.
The process was streamlined. In April 1932, the Far
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Eastern Naval Forces were established, and in January
1935, the Pacific Fleet was created. By the time the war
with Japan began, the fleet was a formidable force.

In accordance with the agreement reached at the
Yalta (Crimean) Conference in February 1945, the USSR
declared war on Japan on the 9th of August, 1945.
The Pacific Fleet and the Amur Flotilla simultaneously
operated on different parts of the vast theater of military
operations, stretching over thousands of kilometers.
The Pacific Fleet did not let up in its pressure on the
enemy for a single moment, acting swiftly, organized,
and bravely.

As a result of the participation of the Pacific Fleet
and the Amur Flotilla in the Manchurian, South Sakhalin
and Kuril operations in coordination with ground forces,
the enemy suffered a decisive defeat. On the 2nd of
September, Japan signed the Act of Unconditional
Surrender. The military operations of the Soviet Navy
in the Pacific were successfully completed and the war
with Japan was victoriously concluded.

Only a small portion of the items related to the
Soviet-Japanese War are on display in the halls of the
Central Naval Museum. We believe that, in the year
marking the goth anniversary of the Victory over Japan,
these items should be presented to a wider audience.
The album you are holding will help provide a deeper
understanding of the great historical significance of
our sailors’ military achievements in the Pacific during
World War Il. This album is also a token of gratitude
to the generations of the Emperor Peter the Great
Central Naval Museum staff who has collected and
preserved these invaluable testimonies of the glory of
the domestic fleet over the decades.

Linear icebreaker “A. Mikoyan” (originally “Otto Schmidt”) is the latest in a series of four powerful Arctic icebreakers of Project 51 type “I. Stalin”.

She was built in Nikolaev by order of the Main Northern Sea Route in August 1941. The Great Patriotic War was already underway and the ship, after
arming, took part in the defense of Odessa as an auxiliary cruiser. In November 1941 — June 1942 “A. Mikoyan” under the command

of Captain 2nd rgnk S. Sergeev made a heroic crossing from Batumi from the Black Sea to the Anadyr Bay in the Bering Sea off the coast of Chukotka.
In the Aegean Sea, the icebreaker was attacked by Italian torpedo boats and torpedo planes, was damaged, but managed to reach the port of Haifa.
Having completed a dangerous voyage, after repairs in Vladivostok, “A. Mikoyan” joined the special purpose expedition (EON-18) to escort the leader
of the destroyers “Baku” and the destroyers “Razumnjy” and “Razjarenniy” to the Northern Fleet. Sailing in the Pacific Ocean and the Northern Sea
Route lasted from June to October 1942. During the passage from the Black Sea, the icebreaker covered 28,560 miles, including over 2,000 miles in ice.
Having brought the special purpose expedition-18 ships to clean water, the “A. Mikoyan” began ice escorts for other Arctic caravans. In September 1942,
the icebreaker was hit a German mine and was severely damaged, but after repairs in Severodvinsk and Seattle (USA), she was put back into service.
After returning to the USSR, “A. Mikoyan” has been plowed the Arctic and Far Eastern waters for more than 25 years.
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
